What are Complete Streets?

uComplete Streets are designed and maintained to 

enable safe access for all users.  Pedestrians, 

bicyclists, motorists, and transit riders of all ages 

and abilities must be able to safely move along 

and across a complete street.

Complete Streets

Can and will look and function 

differently in every location --

urban, suburban, and rural

One size should not fit all!



Complete Streets strategies

uSlow down vehicles!

uNarrow the traffic lanes

uNarrow the streets

u Install sidewalks with appropriate widths

u Install frequent/safe pedestrian crossings:

u Full signals

u Signals/beacons (HAWK, RRFB)

u Raised speed tables

uMedian/refuge islands
